TRAVELER’S RESUME ASSIGNMENT 600 –1450
1. You will choose one of these travelers: Marco Polo, Ibn Battuta, or Zheng He.  Before you do you will need to answer following questions for each man:
a. Where is this traveler from?

b. Where did he visit and when? What people did he meet?

c. How’d he get there? (land, boat – describe the route he took there & back)
d. Short-term effects of travels and/or writings?

e. Historical effect – in other words, what impact has he had on historians’ research and analysis of the time period/region

2. Learn about the individuals by visiting the Saudi Aramco website (http://www.saudiaramcoworld.com/issue/200504/)  There is a brief five page essay on each of them at this web site that you need to read. 3. After you have completed your research, write a diary entry of no less than 250 words (2-3 pages) describing what they saw and did using information from the article.  Mention specific cities and experiences—smells, sounds, etc. Be sure your point of view is clear and you use specific examples. Be sure to address the historical themes of Interaction, Cultural and Intellectual Developments and Social and Gender Structure. Make sure to use the first person!!! Feel free to add a few pictures of what you see!  Include a bibliography of at least three GOOD sources (they may all be on-line sources…but not Wikipedia). Use parenthetical citations in your entry. 

4. Include a hand-drawn map of your explorer’s route.

5. Write a one page resume for him.  After all, now that he is home, he needs a job.
